3.    Expectations from the Civil Society on PG-MDGs
4.    Forming CSO Advisory panel to PG-MDGs and ensuring sustainability of PG-MDGs and Resource Mobilization
The meeting was attended by Members of Parliament (PG-MDGs Members), key people from Civil Society Organisations (CSOs), Oxfam India, Action Aid, Christian Aid, UNMC, UNICEF, UN Women, UNDP, VSO etc.
In the meeting it was decided that CLRA will identify and facilitate MPs to participate in forthcoming Bali, Indonesia conference on Asia and the Pacific Parliamentarian and CSO Forum on MDG acceleration and the Post 2015 Development Agenda.
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
